DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1.
To get a lists of names from the youth department’s support staff of all teens who are interested in being in a small group. 
2.
To work with the Mid High Youth Pastor to form the initial groups, keeping the group’s age and gender appropriate.  Groups must not exceed over 10 students.
3.
To recruit and train adult volunteers to be small group leaders.
4.
To make sure adult leaders and teens have all materials needed.  All materials needed, can be obtained from the youth office.
5.
To contact adult leaders every two weeks to make sure everything is going well and to see if there are any special needs.
6.
To inform adult leaders of special training seminars, to enhance their leadership skills and knowledge of working with teens today.
7.
To ensure attendance is taken weekly and reported.

8.
To make Small Groups an ease entry point for new students.
