To bring the class to order at 9:30 A.M./11:00 A.M.

To coordinate all class announcements.  Encourage individuals involved in the activity to make the announcements.  Announce any class activities.

To welcome the class with your own opening comments.  To encourage the class to bring a guest to your class.
4. To introduce guest to the class.  You should get a card from the Class Greeter before the start of the class so you will know them by name.  If not, let the Greeter introduce them.  All visitors are to be recognized.
5. To interview new and old class members.  This is a good way for all the class to learn more about each other.  Ask questions: i.e.  “Tell us where you were born and raised?”, “How did you and your spouse meet?” “How did you end up in Colorado Springs?”  “What do you do for a living?”

6. To take prayer requests, words of praise and to lead the class in prayer. 
7. To coordinate opening activities to ensure the teacher can begin teaching by 9:45 A.M./11:15 A. M.  To introduce the teacher.
